PLEDGE CAMPAIGN UPDATE:  WE COULD USE YOUR

The following is a pledge campaign update as of January 11th. 
 

(1) We have received 70 pledge commitments (final 2008 number was 77), 
including 12 new pledge units.     
  
(2) Commitments received to date total $112,006. (2008 final total 
commitments were $132,130). 
 
(3) Average commitment is about $1,600/year compared to $1,716 last year 
(Avg. weekly commitment is a little over $30).

COMMUNITY WILDLIFE HABITAT OF COLCHESTER 
On Wednesday, Jan. 28th, at 7pm  in the  Norton Room at Cragin Memorial Library, a 
free, informational program and slide show will be held on garden habitats  for local birds 
using trees, shrubs, flowers and native plants. The speaker will be Kasha Breau, teacher 
and naturalist at the Connecticut Audubon Society in Glastonbury. Breau is licensed 
with state and federal permits for wildlife rehabilitation. Each summer she takes in 
hundreds of injured or orphaned songbirds and releases them back to an appropriate 
habitat.
